2) MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING
Minutes of the November meeting were agreed and signed.

3) MATTERS ARISING
Nothing not covered in the agenda.
4) TREASURER’S REPORT
Balances are £1328.05 and £9622.31. Cash £495with treasurer. Mike presented the end of year accounts that have been audited by Perry Ashwood. A revised layout has been suggested and the question of whether we need to pay tax was raised, especially as we will be earning higher levels of interest. View is that we will still be under the relevant limits for the foreseeable future. The auditor also raised concern over the cash in hand. The committee decide that this was acceptable for the convenience. Mike has completed the paperwork for the new savings account and is waiting on their due process. Roger will publish the accounts to the Society web after Mike has agreed any format changes.

PUBLIC FOOTPATH CONCERN

Public footpath 13 runs from the A4 near Maidenhead Bridge to Ellington Road. It is quite narrow and in recent years has been encroached on by the adjacent properties rebuilding their fences. The latest action (last week) was from 5 Ellington Gardens. The path is now so restricted at a point (see photo) that it is almost impassable. It is one of the Taplow footpaths that is maintained by the Parish Council.

We have recently written to the property at the other end of the path to ask them to cut back their overhangs.
